My 2024 Caribbean Islands DXpedition will see me operating from both the Dutch and French 

sides of St Maarten as PJ7/G5RDX and FS/G5RDX. Additionally, I’ll be entering the IOTA contest 

from Anguilla (VP2EGM) and then spending a few days on St Kitts (V4). This trip will take place 

during the last two weeks of July. 

 

African tour by Pista HA5AO 

Pista, HA5AO – celebrating 50 years anniversary of his HAM license – informs DX-World that he 

will be active from four African countries in September/October 2024. The operating sites are 

within 40-80 km circle of the common borders of Zimbabwe, Zambia, Botswana and Namibia. Ten 

days of operation can be expected from each country on CW, SSB, and FT8 from 80m up to 6m. 

The licenses are in hand, the QTHs are booked. He will use K3S and FT-710 transceivers with KPA 

500 power amplifier. The antenna is a DX Commander vertical for 40-6m bands and multi-band 

inverted-V (80m-6m) on a 12m HD Spider pole, donated by Spiderbeam. The planned schedule is 

as follows, 

03-13 September, Zimbabwe, Zambezi National Park as Z22AO, QRA: KH21ww 

14-23 September, Zambia, Victoria Falls region as 9J2AO, QRA: KH22wc 

24 Sept-04 October, Botswana, Chobe National Park as A25AO, QRA: KH22oc 

05-14 October, Namibia, Katima Mulilo region as V5/HA5AO, QRA: KH22dm

It is number 9 in 

Europe.  In some EU countries Jarvis is ranked as high as second most wanted on phone and

digial.  Jarvis is ranked higher than Bouvet (16) in Europe. It is 450 miles from Palmyra Atoll and 

1500 miles from Hawaii. 

An experienced team of five consisting of George, AA7JV, Don, N1DG, Tomi, HA7RY, Adrian, 

KO8SCA, and Mike, KN4EEI, will install 6 RIB stations on Jarvis.  The at-island team will be 

augmented by 24 remote operators from Asia, Europe and North America.  All phone, 160 and 6 

mtr operations will be done locally.   The local ops will also operate CW and FT8 on all bands.  The 

remote operators will operate on 80 to 10 meters using CW and FT8 modes. We are permitted 12 

days of operation but the permit is good for the whole month of August to allow for weather 

issues. 

LX, LUXEMBOURG  A Belgian team with ON6ZV, ON6OM, ON7EG and ON3CC will be active in 

‘holiday-style’ as LX/ON4IPA and as LX/OO6P between June 15 and June 21.  Operation on HF 

using SSB and digi.  The operators are member of the International Police Association radio club, 

all the QSO’s are valid for the IPA awards. 

V4, ST KITTS  BJ, WA7WJR will be operating as V4/call between July 8 and July 12.  Operation in 

‘holiday-style’ with some Parks on the Air activations.  QRV from 20 to 10 meter using CW, SSB 

and digi.  QSL via Club Log, LoTW.

A major solar flare reaching X4.52 (R3 Radio Blackout) was detected around AR 3663 in 

the northwest quadrant at 06:35 UTC (May 6). This is now the 3rd strongest solar flare 

in terms of peak X-Ray flux during the current Solar Cycle 25. Coronal dimming to the 

north of the region is evident in the latest imagery meaning somewhat of a CME should 

be expected. Whether there is an Earth directed component or not will be answered 

once new coronagraph imagery is available.
