DX NEWS 
CY9C St Paul Island –now QRT 

Bill, K5DHY, reports that OQRS is now open for CY9C. If possible, please be generous with 

donations. This was the first CY9 DXpedition that cost $100K+. The CY9C team utilized two 

helicopters as well as a boat to transport gear and team members to the island. Special thanks to 

Air Dolan and Breton Air Services for the helicopter support as well as Greg Lawrence for the boat 

transportation. Over four tons of gear, materials and supplies were transported to St Paul Island. 

As of today, the total Q count stands at 114,842! Thanks to all who were in the pileups. We 

experienced very interesting propagation during the DXpedition. Disturbed geomagnetic conditions 

were experienced for 3-4 days during the 10.5 days on the island. This reduced the number of Q’s 

during those days. The team rotated operating shifts for the duration of the DXpedition. Overall, 

the weather was reasonably good during the time on the island with strong winds and occasional 

rain at times. St Paul is very exposed to the wind but the team’s new tents held up very well 

during the wind events. 

 

KH8T American Samoa –update September 11 

Over 29K QSOs in the log so far. We have been on 80 meters at our sunset for NA and our sunrise 

for EU, but very few QSOs completed. We are running 750 watts into a full size vertical, but the 

local power line noise is very high. This makes CW very difficult. Plan is to reconfigure the vertical 

for 160 for tonight’s sunset. CW ops have been up until 4:00 a.m. local, working 20 and 

40.Reminder that M0URX is our QSL manager. All QSL requests should go through him.

All requests for Log Checks should be requested using the Log Check Request form on the M0URX 

website.We have recently experienced connection issues with ClubLog, but have been able to 

resync logs are the connection come back.I know that there are other Dxpeditions on the FT-8 

frequencies. We understand that FT-8 can support more than one station on the same frequency 

band at the same time.Today we received a SuperFox key from NCDXF. We plan to try it on some 

of our stations in the next day or two. We will be sure to announce a spot for which mode we are 

using. 

 

C8K Mozambique 2025 –update 

The tickets have been purchased. Departure is on January 17th. Arrival at the destination and 

transport to the QTH in the late afternoon of January 18th. In the following days, we will gradually 

bring each band into operation as local conditions allow. Departure is on February 1st, so we 

expect to start packing up partially on January 30th and finish everything on January 31st. 

Therefore, on January 31st, we will probably make our last radio transmission in the morning, if 

everything goes according to plan.
