After setting up the antenna, 30 and 40m sounded nice and quiet. I tided up things and after a
while, not really remembering everything I did in the meantime, I noticed a very sharp increase in
the noise level, from S1 to S9+20, literally wiping out all the signals. It was clear there is culprit
somewhere in a vicinity. Very quickly I managed to isolate a LED floor light in the toilet. There
